School Dress Standards 

2022-2023 

At Navigator Pointe Academy we emphasize the virtues of self-respect and self-discipline. We believe the school uniform standard helps us to teach these virtues and con-

tributes to the distinctive learning environment at Navigator Pointe Academy. Uniforms help students establish good grooming habits, a sense of self-respect, and simplify 

preparation for school each day. Further, uniforms help promote a safe, orderly school environment, and create a sense of pride in our students and school. Consistent with 

these principles, the uniform standards were selected to be attractive, durable, affordable, and simple to follow and enforce.  

Uniforms at Navigator Pointe Academy are mandatory and should be worn every day during school hours as well as before and after school when participating in school pro-

grams, including field trips and special events, rehearsals, performances, and after-school activities. Students should wear the uniform appropriately from the time they step 

out of their vehicles at arrival time until they get into their cars at departure time (curb to curb).

- NAVY CARDIGAN (LONG SLEEVE) 

- NAVY SWEATER VEST (V NECK) 

- NAVY BLAZER 

- NAVY NPA POLO 

- CROSS TIE (NAVY OR SCHOOL SPECIFIC PLAID) 

- NECK TIE (RED AND NAVY STRIPED) 

SHIRTS

*POLO SHIRTS:  

- Short sleeved and should be tucked in. 

- Plain and free from insignias, words or images.  

 - NPA embroidered polos are allowed to be worn on Fridays with pants (and belt) or khaki skort. 

*OXFORD SHIRTS: 

- May be short or long sleeved and should be tucked in. 

- Align with grade specific color 
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BOTTOMS 
K-3 4-6 7-8 REQUIRED ATTIRE 

JUMPERS: 

- Navy or school specific red plaid 

- Knife pleated, V-neck  

SKORT: 

- Khaki Land’s End Knit Skort 

PANTS:

ALL SOCKS/TIGHTS/KNEE HIGHS: 

- Plain white, black, navy 

WORN WITH SKIRTS/JUMPERS: 

- Tights or knee high socks (see above) 

- Bike shorts encouraged 

WORN WITH PANTS: 

- Belt (black or brown) 

- Socks (see above)

*SKIRTS/JUMPERS: 

- Hemline should be no shorter than 2” above the kneecap. 

*SCHOOL SPECIFIED PLAID: 

- Red, navy and white plaid. (Please see example pictures on our website.) 

*SKORT: 

- Khaki Land’s End Knit Skort. 

*PANTS: 

- May not be tight fitted (skinny jeans or jegging material), and must be worn with a belt (see above). 
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SHOES 

ACCEPTABLE   UNACCEPTABLE 

REQUIRED COLORS: 

- Solid white, black, brown or navy. 

LACES: 

- Laces must match the color of the shoe 

Styles: 

- Dress flats, solid color athletic shoes (must meet requirements)

COLORS: 

- Bright colors, light-up, multicolored, heeley’s, etc. 

LACES: 

- Laces that do not match the shoe 

Styles: 

- Boots, high tops, open toe/open heel, excessive height.
